& Service Centre at Leh – highest at an altitude of >11,000 feet.
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Another `towering’ high….
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50 years after the first-ever conquest of Mt Everest, Tsering Gyaltsen, grandson of 
Tenzing Norgay, set up the world’s highest internet café at the 5300 metre-high 
Base Camp– the final take-off point for all Everest expeditions and the last 
contact with civilization. The major problem of powering the VSAT antenna and  
laptops was solved by using batteries backed by Solar Panels.

The Café offers visitors internet connectivity and they can even make Net-based 
telephone calls.
